2nd. Lesson. Self Righteous men Rom 2:1-16.
In the first lesson we saw the progress of sin in the unbeliever; the cause of this sin; and the wrath of God pronounced because of this sin. In that lesson notice the steps, what happens when the person persists in the basic sin found there. 
He goes from bad to worse.
In this lesson we see Paul’s approach to the self righteous person who would say: “I am not like that person.”  Paul declares: “You therefore have no excuse, you who past judgment on someone else, for at whatever point you judge the other, you are condemning yourself, because you who past judgment do the same thing. 
Paul saying to the person  “you do the same things” How is that possible?

All have done the basic root sin that we found in the last lesson: The sin of suppressing the truth. A person that has not come to Christ yet, will suppress the conviction of truth the Holy Spirit brings to him, over and over.
The conscience continually speaks to this person from the law written on his heart, and if he is a Jew his conscience will speak to him of the 10 commandment law, as it did to Paul in Romans 7.  This person continually will suppress this truth and not repent.

Doing this, suppressing the truth, is the rebellion Paul speaks of here, and this attitude will continue to drive the person into deeper sin.  God is pronouncing judgment here on this rebellion, and this person is storing up wrath against the day of wrath that is coming.
 This person thinks lightly of Gods kindness in not letting him become the idol worshiper that we find in chapter one. But he sill has his idols of self, and he will not give these up.
Judgment on Sin

Chapter two Romans: 2: 1-16.
Self-righteous men. Does the same sin. Romans 2:1-4.
Added sins:

1. Think lightly of the riches of His kindness. tolerance and patience vs. 4.

2. Stubbornness unrepentant heart. vs. 5, storing up wrath for yourself against the day of wrath
     and revelation of the righteous judgment of God.

Judgment Day: God will render to every man according to his deeds, to:
1. The godly, glory honor, peace, immortality, eternal life, verse 7, 10.

2. The selfishly ambitious man that does not the truth, but obeys unrighteousness, wrath and

Indignation,  (fierce wrath)  tribulation, distress. Vs. 8-9

All who have sinned without the law, (vs. 12). will perish apart from the law. These are gentiles verse 14.

All who have sinned under the law. (Vs 12). will be judged by the law. These are Jews, see verse 17 through chapter  3, verse 8. .
On the Great Day of Judgment secrets of men’s hearts will be revealed and judged, Vs.16.
 For, All Have Sinned, Romans 3:9-20.

3rd. Lesson.

Sinfulness of the Jews: Romans 2:17-3:8.
Paul has already spoken about this sinfulness, but now he speaks clearly to the Jews by name, using their disobedience to the law to bring conviction, this becomes his specific approach later in Romans 7.

Paul’s argument is that their reliance on the law, and using it to instruct concerning right and wrong when at the same time they disobey its commands, brings dishonor to God and Gods name is blasphemed.

Sinfulness of all mankind emphasized: Romans 3:9-20

Here Paul uses scripture and lets none escape from the truth of their being sinful.

1. No one righteous, not even one.

2. None that understands and seeks God.

3. All have turned aside.

4. None that does good.

5. Mouth is full of cursing and bitterness. 

6. No fear of God before their eyes.

7. The way of peace they do not known. 

8. Ruin and misery mark their way.
