
Psalm 53 Notes.  “Judgment Of A Corrupt World”
Type: Experience with vision (monologue)
Structure: Stanza

Read carefully the Psalms of the last three days concerning sin and judgment.

This Psalm and Psalm 14 further reveals the reason for Judgment: “SIN.” ( Psalm 53:1-5.)
This psalm also reveals Gods future purpose of Salvation to escape this judgment (Psalm 53:6.)

All this is opened up fully in Paul’s teaching about Justification by faith, Romans 1-5.
As you may know by now, The Apostle Paul proves his revelation about SIN, partially, from the truth found in (Psalm 53; Psalm 14.) see Romans 3:10-12.

The Fool Has Said: “There Is No God.”  This is also how Paul begins in Romans 1:18-22.
Darkness proceeds to cover the mind once you put God out of your life and continue on in a life of sin, Romans 1:22-32.

  In Romans 1:23-32 we find judgment starts falling upon the individual (God gives them over: 24, 26, 28, to their evil desires.) Then In Romans chapter 2:1-19, Paul reveals that judgment will be collimated in the great judgment day.

IN Romans chapter 1-3 we find a real exposition concerning sin and judgment. Paul writes these things to lay the foundation for the coming truth of Salvation he will start to speak about in Romans 3::21-5:21  This  truth of this salvation has now come out of Zion Psalm 53:6.

We understand through this gospel as given through Paul and other men using the scriptures how we can receive this glorious salvation through Christ Jesus.

To end this note on Psalm 53, this is a simple psalm to show mankind their sin, ending with the idea of a coming salvation. Paul and the other Apostles used the book of psalms and other scripture to enlarge on the truth which is now brought to us through Jesus Christ.
